Dress Code & Etiquette

As in every walk of life, there is a code of conduct in the Golf Club, which is intended to
ensure that everyone can enjoy the game to the full. This code is a set of basic rules relating
to maintenance of care, etiquette and standards on the course or in the Clubhouse. It is a
responsibility of members, their guests and visitors to the Club to ensure that they all play
their part in maintaining these standards.

ETIQUETTE

Etiquette covers both priority and courtesy on the course as well as care of the course.
Whilst the following points are not rules as such, they are an important part of the game.

- Don’t play until the match in front is out of distance.

- Always play without delay. Leave the putting green as soon as all players in your match
have holed out. Do not mark your card on the putting green.

- Keep up with the group in front, not just ahead of the group behind. If you have lost a hole
invite faster groups to ‘play through’.

- Repair pitch-marks, replace divots and rake bunkers after use.

- Keep to the paths, don’t pull trolleys over greens or tees.

- Leave the course in the condition that you would wish to find it.

- Mobile phones are not to be used on the course or in the clubhouse, other than in an
emergency.

DRESS CODE

Smart casual wear is the minimum requirement, both on and off the course.
Shorts are permitted; however, they must be tailored and traditional in length and design.
Gentlemen may wear short white sport socks with shorts.

ON THE COURSE

The following are not allowed on the course

- Jeans, tracksuits, shirts worn outside trousers, sleeveless or collarless shirts or vests.
- Footwear other than golf shoes, whilst playing golf.

- Trousers must not be tucked into socks.

IN THE CLUBHOUSE

- Shoes (Not Golf Shoes) must be worn in the lounge or dining room
- Hats, jeans and training shoes are not allowed in the Clubhouse at any time.
- Ladies and gentlemen may wear shorts in the lounge or dining room before 6.00 p.m
